Improvement District 95-170 was created by the public hearing process on October 9, 1995, by way of Governing Body Resolution 2802. Section 1 of that resolution set forth the scope of improvements, which included the construction of a concrete block ditch liner with a 19.5 foot wide channel bottom, 2:1 side slopes and a depth of from 8 to 10 feet. The plan included filling the old stream channel, grading in the improvement area, and construction of related storm sewer appurtenances and retaining walls.

Section 4 of Resolution 2802 set forth the method of assessment of property in the improvement district to be as follows:

Tracts 1 through 15 shall each be assessed four and one half percent of their total property and improvements valuation as recorded in the Johnson County Clerk’s office at the time the improvement district was created. Tract 16 shall be assessed $195,142.00.
