SANTA FE DRIVE FROM 80TH STREET TO 83RD STREET

PUBLIC INFORMATION MEETING

Dear Property Owner:

The City of Overland Park has awarded a contract to Miles Excavating, Inc., to construct improvements of Santa Fe Drive from 80th Street to 83rd Street.  The project will include:

· Reconstructing Santa Fe Drive from 80th Street to 83rd Street;

· Reducing Santa Fe Drive from 4-lanes to 3-lanes from Robinson to Conser;

· Removing the signal at Conser and installing a roundabout;

· Reducing Santa Fe Drive from 4-lanes to 2-lanes from Conser to 80th Street;

· Adding additional on-street parking from Conser to 80th Street;  

· Milling and overlaying Conser from Santa Fe Drive to 79th Street; and  

· Adding on-street parking and a sidewalk to the east side of Conser from Santa Fe Drive to 80th Street.


Utility relocations for the project have started and construction will begin soon.

You are invited to attend a public information meeting to be held on Monday, March 22, 2004 at 5:30 p.m. to discuss the schedule for the above referenced project.  The meeting will be held in Conference Room 1 at Overland Park City Hall, 8500 Santa Fe Drive. City Hall is located in the northeast corner of Santa Fe Drive and Antioch.  Conference Room 1 is located on the ground floor near the Council Chambers.  Plans will be available for your inspection. 

HNTB Corporation designed the project and the City of Overland Park Engineering Division will perform project management and construction inspection.  City staff members, design engineers from HNTB Corporation and representatives from Miles Excavating, Inc. will be present to answer questions regarding the project.

The Contractor will be required to keep the area safe during and after working hours.  If you have children, PLEASE HELP by keeping them away from all construction equipment and activities.  Safety of all of our residents, particularly children, is of primary importance
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We will try to minimize any inconvenience to you and appreciate your cooperation during the construction of the project.  The Contractor's superintendent and an inspector for the City will be on the job site.  Please feel free to approach them if you have any questions concerning the construction of the project.  The Contractor's schedule is to have the project completed before December 2004.
