· Southeast radius at 147th Terrace

· East side of Antioch Road 100’ North of 147th Terrace

· West side of Antioch Road 150’ North of 147th Street (2 locations)

· West side of Antioch Road 100’ North of school speed limit sign North of 147th Street (2 locations)

· East side of Antioch Road 50’ North of first curb inlet North of 147th Street 

· Southeast corner of 144th Street 

· In front of 14330 Antioch Road

· In front of 14316 Antioch Road
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3. Replace cracked sidewalk at the following locations:

· Southeast corner at 147th Street

· Near North end of form liner wall (patched before)

4. Remove silt fence by the storm sewer outlet structure at Station 86+00.

5. Repair cracked integral sidewalk retaining wall at expansion joint near 148th Street intersection.

6. Reset paving brick drive along curb on 148th Street.

Repair anchor holes in sidewalk at face of integral sidewalk retaining wall.
